Why is there a need to extend the Zoning overlay? There are currently over 50 institutions directly located in or bordering the area which is to be added to the current 16th Street Heights Overlay District, with an institution located on almost every block.  The pace of this increase has been unprecedented.
Coupled with the increased traffic on three major commuter arteries in this community (16th, 14th and 13th Streets) over the years, this has resulted in serious negative impacts on our quality of life and the quiet enjoyment of our homes.
